• Council Approved in 2018 

• Opened in 2021
• Goal: Attract technology-based entrepreneurial start-up businesses and promote the 

creation of high-wage-earning jobs.

• Business Development Center focused on technology and other business start-ups

• Lease runs through February 2027

• January 2024 – CSUSB School of Entrepreneurship took over 
operations 

• November 2024 – Riverside County Office of Economic Development 
contributes $334k to expand programming
